Week 6 Making a difference in the world
This week in worship we are going to be focusing on people whose faith in God have helped to change the world today. 

Week 7 GIVING THE RIGHT MESSAGE EVEN WHEN PEOPLE DO NOT WANT TO LISTEN. In the Old Testament, the prophets were the people whom God sent to give his message.  Very often they found that people did not want to listen or laughed at them or even attacked them.
