Government guidance states for schools:
On 21 February the Prime Minister set out the next phase of the Government’s COVID-19 response. COVID-19 continues to be a virus that we learn to live with and the imperative to reduce the disruption to children and young people’s education remains. Their priority is to support schools to deliver face-to-face, high-quality education to all pupils. The evidence is clear that being out of education causes significant harm to educational attainment, life chances and mental and physical health.
From Thursday 24 February, the Government will remove the legal requirement to self-isolate following a positive test. Adults and children who test positive will continue to be advised to stay at home and avoid contact with other people for at least 5 full days, and then continue to follow the guidance until they have received 2 negative test results on consecutive days.. In addition, the Government will:

	· No longer ask fully vaccinated close contacts and those aged under 18 to test daily for 7 days, and remove the legal requirement for close contacts who are not fully vaccinated to self-isolate.

· End self-isolation support payments, national funding for practical support and the medicine delivery service will no longer be available.

· End routine contact tracing. Contacts will no longer be required to self-isolate or advised to take daily tests. Staff, children and young people should attend their education settings as usual. This includes staff who have been in close contact within their household, unless they are able to work from home.

· End the legal obligation for individuals to tell their employers when they are required to self-isolate.


You should:
· Ensure good hygiene for everyone.

· Maintain appropriate cleaning regimes.

· Keep occupied spaces well ventilated.

· All clinically extremely vulnerable (CEV) children and young people should attend their education setting unless they are one of the very small number of children and young people under paediatric or other specialist care who have been advised by their clinician or other specialist not to attend.

2. Outdoor play equipment to be cleaned more frequently 

3. Soft furnishings and soft / cloth toys will be limited in classrooms

4. All cleaning staff to follow the Coronovirus cleaning schedule provided by the headteacher

5. Bleach to be used – WHO states that bleach is effective in killing viruses. GOV.uk – advises to use either a combined disinfectant solution at a dilution of 1,000 PPM chlorine. As we do not know if a symptomatic or asymptomatic person has come into contact with areas – we will clean as if they have.

	Cases continue to be high although hospitalisations and deaths have reduced – some concern that the government removed the need for statutory self-isolation. Communication from the NAHT (National Association for Head teachers) states:
It is absolutely essential that schools and families have complete clarity about what action they should do if a pupil or member of staff has covid. We have called on the government to publish unambiguous guidance making it very clear that those with covid should not be in school, with equally clear messaging about when pupils and staff are able to safely return. Clearly, there has to be a consistent approach across the country.
In the absence of this guidance, our risk assessment details that staff and pupils will still be required to self-isolate for 5 days if they test positive. This was agreed by staff at our staff meeting and has been communicated to parents on our school newsletter. 

We will need to monitor any new variants and the impact of these amended guidelines in school.
