Government guidance states for schools: 
“The safety of children and staff is our utmost priority.”

There cannot be a one size fits all approach where the system of controls describes every scenario – school leaders will be best placed to understand the needs of their schools and communities

Contact will be reduced by grouping children together in class bubbles – avoiding contact between groups – siblings can be in separate groups
Schools can mix bubbles for wrap around care and transport
Having staggered break and lunch times/reducing gatherings at school gates

Avoiding large gatherings such as assemblies and collective worship

Schools may need to alter the way in which they deploy their staff

Volunteers may be used to support the work of the school

A robust requirement that people who are ill stay at home

Clean hands more thoroughly and more often than usual

Good respiratory hygiene – catch it, bin it, kill it

Enhanced cleaning using detergents and bleach

In primary schools, face coverings should be worn by staff and adult visitors in situations where social distancing between adults is not possible (for example, when moving around in corridors and communal areas). Children in primary school do not need to wear a face covering. Staff maintaining social distancing from pupils and other staff as much as possible

Rapid testing remains a vital part of our plan to suppress this virus. Schools should follow the guidance set out for their settings – staff testing twice weekly in primary schools – primary pupils will not be tested

Staff with a positive LFD test result will need to self-isolate in line with the stay-at-home guidance. They will also need to arrange a lab-based polymerase chain reaction (PCR) test to confirm the result if the test was done at home. Those with a negative LFD test result can continue to attend school and use protective measures.
Schools must ensure they know the NHS test and trace process

Attendance will be mandatory  – no rotas

Individuals who were advised they were considered clinically extremely vulnerable or shielding can now return to work as long as they maintain social distancing
Those living with someone who is CEV can still attend work where home-working is not possible and should ensure they maintain good prevention practice in the workplace and home settings.

Schools will be able to request from parents a copy of the shielding letter sent to CEV children, to confirm that they are advised not to attend school or other educational settings whilst shielding guidance is in place
Ensure good ventilation – open doors and windows

Schools can resume breakfast and after school club – school kitchens to fully re-open
The school should teach an ambitious and broad curriculum in all subjects – schools can use existing flexibilities to create time to cover the most important content in which pupils are not yet secure.
For pupils in Reception, teachers should also assess and address gaps in language, early reading and mathematics, particularly ensuring children’s acquisition of phonic knowledge and extending their vocabulary. For Reception, consider how all groups of children can be given equal opportunities for outdoor education.
Schools are also required by law to publish a Relationships and Sex Education (RSE) policy and to consult parents on this. Schools must engage with parents on the school’s RSE policy. Schools can do this online and do not necessarily need to do so in person. Schools may choose to focus this year’s RSHE teaching on the immediate needs of your pupils, such as health education, introducing a more comprehensive RSHE programme in September 2021. Schools should prioritise RSHE content based on the needs of your pupils, with particular attention to the importance of positive relationships, as well as mental and physical health.

We would encourage all schools to maintain their usual uniform policies. Uniform can play a valuable role in contributing to the ethos of a school and setting an appropriate tone. Uniforms do not need to be cleaned more often than usual

5. All cleaning staff to follow the Coronovirus cleaning schedule provided by the headteacher
6. Bleach to be used – WHO states that bleach is effective in killing viruses. GOV.uk – advises to use either a combined disinfectant solution at a dilution of 1,000 PPM chlorine. As we do not know if a symptomatic or asymptomatic person has come into contact with areas – we will clean as if they have.

	1. Those who are clinically extremely vulnerable (those who have received a letter from Government or clinician) or living with someone who is clinically extremely vulnerable can attend school
2. Those living with those that are clinically vulnerable can attend school and work with children or adults 
3. Use non-contact infrared forehead thermometer to check temperature if necessary 

4. Staff to ensure that classes are well-ventilated with doors and windows open (this will be easier in the summer)
5. Schools to take swift action when become aware that someone who has attended has tested positive for corona virus – contact the health protection team or the DFE helpline
6. School has a small number of home testing kits that they can give directly to parents/carers collecting a child who has developed symptoms at school, or staff who have developed symptoms at school.

7. LFT/LFD are being used in primary schools – staff testing twice a week (not statutory). Concerns raised around the accuracy of the tests – missing positive cases that have been picked up through PCR tests

8. Guidance now stating face coverings are not needed in schools

	There is a new Delta variant of concern that will need to be monitored closely. Cases in our area are now on the rise again.
Four tests set out by the government to continue the roadmap to lift restrictions have not been met and ‘freedom day’ is now expected to be in July. Criteria are:
The vaccine deployment programme continues successfully

Evidence shows vaccines are sufficiently effective in reducing hospitalisations and deaths in those vaccinated

Infection rates do not risk a surge in hospitalisation which would put unsustainable pressure on the NHS

The assessment of the risks is not fundamentally changed by new variants of concern.
The school will not allow parents in for sports day – guidance from KCC states:

‘Although the Government guidance is that sports days and performances can go ahead, we believe that this is challenging to manage for schools and serious consideration should be given to alternative options such as recording or live streaming events as many schools did last year’ . ‘Social distancing would need be maintained, details of all attending would need be collated for Track and Trace, access to toilet facilities will need to me managed so that they are regularly cleaned and school that bubbles are not impacted’. As we cannot guarantee social distancing and are not able to collate details for track and trace, nor manage access to toilet facilities, sports day will just be for pupils in school. This was agreed by all staff at our staff meeting.
